 All residents may check their voter registration or update their address  

at www.bouldercounty.org/elections , or you may come to Town Hall and fill out a voter 
registration.  

In order to vote in the April 21, 2015 Special Election you must: 
 

 Be a resident of the State of Colorado no later than March 30, 2015 (at least 22 days before 
election day); and 
 

 Be a resident of the Town of Lyons and registered to vote in Lyons no later than April 21, 2015 
(Election Day).  

For those residents who have been displaced by the flood: 

 If you are still getting your mail at your PO Box you will receive a Mail Ballot in the mail. 

 If you are having your mail forwarded at this time you will not receive a Mail Ballot – Election 
Ballots are not forwarded. 

  If you are having your mail forwarded because your home is uninhabitable and your intention is 
to come back to Lyons when your home is habitable then you must notify Boulder County of your 
change of address. You may do so either by filling out a change of address form at the Town 
Clerk’s Office, 432 5th Avenue, Lyons, CO or by going to www.bouldercounty.org/elections  and 
change your mailing address. However, a person cannot vote in municipal elections after moving 
to a permanent residence outside the municipality

Drop-off Location/Hours: Voted Mail Ballots may be dropped off during normal business hours at Town 
Hall, 432 5th Avenue, Lyons, Colorado, Those hours are Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. and April 21, 2015 Election Day, from 7 am to 7 pm. Registered electors may come to the Polling 
Place during those hours either to drop off a voted mail ballot, to get a replacement ballot, or to vote.
