	RIGHT-OF-WAY TREE & BRANCH TRIMMING 
(LMC 7-4-50)



	To ensure compliance with the regulations of the Lyons Municipal Code, a Right-Of-Way (ROW) permit shall be required in order to trim any trees and branches in the ROW if the branches are larger than 6 inches in diameter, if the branches will fall greater than 8 feet, if the branches are overhanging a road or if the branches will create a hazardous condition other than stated above. If the branches do not meet the previously mentioned conditions and are located on your property or the Right-Of-Way adjacent to your property that you are in charge of maintaining, you do not need a permit. This permit does not allow you to cut branches that do not fall under your care as stated in the Lyons Municipal Code (you cannot file this permit to cut trees within Town that you are not in charge of maintaining). 





	The below chart refers to the ROW adjacent to the homeowner's property line that they are responsible for maintaining as seen in the LMC. You do not need to submit this form unless the following says you need a permit.

	Is the tree or branch in the Right-of-Way (ROW)?
